Dolphin Diving – Risk Assessment for Diving Operations 2010
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Diver entanglement
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Conditions detrimental to diving

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Control Measures









1 Pre operational briefing with dive team for appraisal of conditions, update of circumstances & summary of job methodology. Briefing to also reinforce safety procedures and draw notice to any known specific hazards
2 Diver exits water immediately
3 Standby diver to enter water to aid recovery if required

4 Diver stops work immediately and returns to surface to exit water or await further instruction.

5 All dive equipment is checked by diver before commencement of dive. Tender will check seals and closure of suit is appropriate and satisfactory.

6 Dive equipment is regularly tested and certificated in line with HSE guidelines

7 Display ‘A’ Flag to warn of diver down

8 Monitor VHF channel 14 (harbour authority) Channel 80 (marina) and/or other channel as required

9 Immobilise subject vessel by removing keys and instructing owner/master

10 Divers instructed not to approach any turbulent water

11 Personal protective equipment to be worn as appropriate (including knife)
12 Communication with diver via attachment line

13 Safety boat in attendance where appropriate

14 Signs to warn any third parties of diving operation displayed adjacent to working area

Actions
A. Post operational briefing with dive team to evaluate dive job
B. Enquire if client/owner/master of subject vessels is aware of any dangerous features on hull such as rope cutters

C. Instruct divers to take more regular breaks

D. Reduce dive time accordingly

E. Tender to check dive equipment by means of checklist

F. Contact with client/owner/master to immobilise subject vessel

G. Divers work sheet to be accurately completed

H. Report dangerous actions by third party to harbour authority

I. Communications with third party vessel via hailing and/or VHF channel 16

J. Make a log / report as required
K. Call emergency services and administer first aid as required
i) Note: All risks are managed as low as reasonably possible (ALARP)

ii) Note: Controls 7 & 8 in place throughout dive operations
